TASTING NOTES

Our Strayts is a tribute to the journey taken by the owner’s grandparents from Sicily across the Strait of Messina to reach the Italian
mainland. Our own journey with Strayts began in the vineyard, when Jack, the owner, noticed the health, rigor, and complexity of the
block 9 Merlot. Through his unwavering faith, it became the base varietal in this one of a kind blend. Only seven barrels selected by
the winemaker comprise this Estate bottled blend. Merlot (clone 181) is blended with Syrah (Estrella clone), Petit Verdot (Abreau
selection), and a small amount of our best Cabernet Sauvignon (clone 15). Strayts is lively and expressive with aromas of blueberry
cobbler, Graham cracker, dried cherries, sage, and licorice. Our barrel program adds several layers of complexity to the wine,
including flavors of dark chocolate covered cherries, coffee liqueur, ripe blueberry, and espresso bean. New French oak coopers

include, Meyrieux, Taransaud, and Saint Martin.
